Review of Minutes:
¢ Minutes from May 18, 2023, Board Workshop and Regular Meeting accepted.
o George motioned to approve, Deardorff second, all aye.

Review of Financial Statements and Check Summaries:

e Hodge stated that because of the abundance of rain, we have only earned about 25% of our year-to-date
revenue but said May and June usage have historically fluctuated and this is not out of the ordinary for the
District.

e Approval of Financials
o George motioned to approve, Miller seconds, all aye.

RFQ for General Professional Engineering and Specialized Consulting Services — Discussion and Possible Action




* Four different firms have submitted proposals to be on-call vendors for Donala. Hodge asked the Board to
approve all four to be used on call when Hodge determines they are needed. McCulloch questioned why we
would need four. Hodge and Vanderschuere clarified that each one has a sub-specialty and by having all four on
call we can choose the best firm for the service needed. It also provides us flexibility to choose which firm can
complete the necessary project first. Deardorff asked if there is a retention fee or any other upfront costs.
Hodge clarified that there are not.

o George motioned to approve, Miller seconds, all aye.

Resolution 2023-5 — Discussion and Possible Action on Personnel Policies
® Philips provided a recap of sections where changes were made to provide clarifying language or formatting (3.1,
5.4, and 5.6)
o George motioned to approve, Miller, all aye.

Resolution 2023-6 — Discussion and Possible Action on Rules and Regulations
* Philips stated that some substantive changes were made to sections 1-9 per Hodge and Sams and any questions
regarding those changes should be directed to them. Philips provided a recap of any sections where changes
were made to provide clarifying language (sections 1.3 and Exhibit A)
o George motioned to approve, Miller second, all aye.

General Manager’s Report by Jeff Hodge:

General
e Reminder that the July board meeting will take place at the wastewater treatment plant.

e There will be a tour of the plant prior to the meeting.

Arkansas Round Table
e Hodge attended with Wright.
e Presentation on the Colorado-Kansas Compact. It was informative regarding water delivery to Kansas.
e Supreme Court threw out a case regarding whether or not wetlands are jurisdictional, but Colorado is filing with
the courts to say they can come up with their own dredge and fill permits. This could affect the Loop Authority
as more permitting may be required.

The Loop Water Authority:
e Loop Authority chose Merrick as their project manager.

Water Report by Ronny Wright
e VFD’s for 1A and 8A are installed. VFD for 4A and 14A are scheduled for installation. Process to install the VFD

for 16A has begun, and they have started mobilizing equipment to the well site.

e  Working with Mountain View Electric Association on rebates for more efficient units.

e  Baptist Road repairs will get started soon.

e Replacing the clear-well pump at R. Hull plant.

e Server swap for SCADA is complete. Working on phase 2 to connect remote sites, pump stations, etc.

e Vanderschuere wanted to confirm we followed up on our commitment to clean up the weeds by well 8A. Wright
confirmed this has been completed.

Wastewater Report by Mike Boyett:
e Treatmentis going well.
e Waiting on parts for a digester.
e Testing next week for PFAS.




* Switched propane suppliers, the new company has changed out all the tanks. Waiting for the former company to
pick up their old ones.

* Preparing for scheduled power outage at beginning of July, Tolman will ensure they have backup plans and
generators in place and staff is trained.

Consultants Comments:
e Sams stated 16A well project is going well. Stated that they are finalizing a contract in the next few days to seal
some of the cracks in the SBR walls.
® Gracely stated the lawn irrigation return flow process will be completed before the end of the year. Well field
assessment is continuing; he will follow up with partners regarding this. Working with staff to obtain a grant for
the ASR pilot program.

Directors Comments:

e Vanderschuere met with the board presidents of participants in the Loop Authority. It was beneficial and cordial.
They will meet again in early autumn. They asked the Loop Authority Board to create a common “About Us”
page. They will put together a formal resolution stating that the Board supports Donala participating in the Loop
Authority.

e Vanderschuere attended a Mountain View Electric annual meeting. Found out that cost of power will be
increasing, thus Mountain View will have to make up those costs. Anticipate increased rates and should be taken
into consideration when preparing the 2024 budget.

d. Submission of a summary of the wastewater sampling reporting to CDPHE and continued sample
collection in 2025.

e. Planning, permitting, and design of the DPR treatment improvements beginning in 2025.

f. Anticipated DPR project start-up in 2029.

a. lIsinthe best interests of the District customers.
Provides for continued local control of rates, costs, and operation and maintenance.
May result in an affordable project to recapture available reuse water.

Overtime shall not be worked unless approved by an authorized representative of the
District. Any employee working unauthorized overtime may be subject to disciplinary
action.

Employees who are not classified as exempt from the Fair Labor Standards Act shall
receive overtime compensation for hours actually worked in excess of forty (40) hours in
a workweek. Overtime compensation for time spent in training or responding to an
emergency call shall be provided as required by the Fair Labor Standards Act.

As an additional benefit, the District has from time to time authorized payment of
overtime wages after an employee works more than eight (8) hours in any work day.
This is a benefit offered to employees above and beyond the legal requirements outlined
above. If in the discretion of the General Manager, this District benefit is determined to
present an unexpected negative impact upon the District budget and is temporarily or
permanently ceased, the above legal standard shall apply.

3.2.1 Work Week

Each employee's workweek consists of a seven-day (7) period beginning at 12:00
a.m. Saturday Sunday and ending on Eriday Saturday at 11:59 p.m. unless
otherwise specified in writing by an authorized representative of the District. If
an employee works a weekend day, the employee will take the following Friday
off unless otherwise stated.

3.2.2 Overtime Compensation

Overtime must be approved by each employee’s supervisor before it is worked.
Non-exempt employees shall be paid one and one-half (1'%%) times their regular
rate of pay as determined by the District pay schedule for all hours worked over
forty (40) in a workweek. If discretionary benefit overtime is authorized by the
General Manager, such employees may also receive payment of one and one-half
(1 2) times their regular rate of pay for any work day that exceeds 8 hours.

3.2.3 On-Call Time

Employees may be assigned on-call duty, requiring that they be available for call
in during a specified time period outside their normal working hours. Employees
are paid $50 per day while on-call. They will also be paid a minimum of two (2)
hours for any response time to being called in.

Pay Guidelines and Procedures

The General Manager is responsible for administering payroll and benefits. This includes
receiving and resolving employee questions and problems concerning compensation that
cannot be answered or resolved by the employee’s immediate supervisor.

(1943) was negotiated to pave the way for a system of six irrigation districts and two dams. Subsequent groundwater
development is at the heart of the controversy between the states of Kansas and Nebraska in recent decades. We will
cover the compact, Colorado’s compact obligations, and current developments in administration.

South Platte River Compact
2023 is the 100" anniversary of the South Platte Compact between Colorado and Nebraska. We will cover the
obligations of each state, the status of compliance, and, of course, Nebraska’s proposed canal.

Stream Restoration, Water Quality, & Water Rights Workshop

Stream restoration is an important tool in improving water quality, restoring habitat, and mitigating the impacts of
drought, fire, or floods. With the passage of Senate Bill 23-270, Minor Stream Restoration Activities, such as bank
stabilization, erosion control on ephemeral streams, daylighting channels, and post-fire and flood recovery, are
presumed to cause no injury to downstream water rights. Projects aimed at restoring the natural processes of a stream
by reconnecting stream channels with their floodplains or by mimicking beaver activity face a less certain path, given
their potential to reduce the efficiency at which water flows to downstream water rights. A workable and durable
policy solution that allows process-based restoration to continue in Colorado with sufficient limits and guidelines to
protect water rights will require many more thoughtful conversations amongst the water community. Water Congress
is the perfect venue for those conversations:

Water Sources
Your water is blended from multiple sources and treated at the Pine Valley and McCullough water treatment facilities.

Mountain Water Sources
With no major water source nearby, much of Colorado Springs Utilities raw water collection system originates from nearly 200 miles

away, near Aspen, Leadville, and Breckenridge. Almost 75 percent of our water originates from mountain streams. Water from these
streams is collected and stored in numerous reservoirs along the Continental Divide. Collection systems in this area consist of the
Homestake, Fryingpan-Arkansas, Twin Lakes, and Blue River systems.

Much of this raw water is transferred to our city through pipelines that help protect it from contamination, such as herbicides,
pesticides, heavy metals and other chemicals. After the lang journey, water is stored locally at Rampart Reservoir and the
Catamount reservoirs on Pikes Peak.

Local Surface Sources
To supplement the water received from the mountain sources, Colorado Springs Utilities can divert water from local surface water

collection systems including:
e North and South Slopes of Pikes Peak — Catamount Reservoirs, Crystal Reservoir, South Slope Reservoirs and tributaries

e North and South Cheyenne Creeks

e  Fountain Creek

e Monument Creek — Pikeview Reservoir

e  Northfield Watershed — Rampart and Northfield Reservoirs
e Pueblo Reservoir

Purchased Water Source

Fountain Valley Authority or FVA (PWSID#C00121300) receives water from the Fryingpan-Arkansas Project —a system of pipes and
tunnels that collects water in the Hunter- Fryingpan Wilderness Area near Aspen. Waters collected from this system are diverted to
the Arkansas River, near Buena Vista, and then flow about 150 miles downstream to Pueblo Reservoir. From there, the water travels
through a pipeline to a water treatment plant before being delivered to Colorado Springs.

All water sources are treated at one of our treatment plants (or in the case of FVA water at FVA’s treatment plant) prior to entering
our drinking water distribution system; an intricate system of tanks, pumps and pipes that ultimately deliver water to your home or

business.

The results of the source water assessment are not a reflection of our treated water quality or the water you receive, but rather a
rating of the susceptibility of source water contamination under the guidelines of the Colorado SWAP program.



General Information

The sources of drinking water (both tap water and bottled water) include rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs, springs, and wells.
As water travels over the surface of the land or through the ground, it dissolves naturally occurring minerals and, in some cases,
radioactive material, and can pick up substances resulting from the presence of animals or from human activity. Contaminants that

may be present in source water include:

Contaminants that may be present in source water include:

* Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria, which may come from sewage treatment plants, septic systems, agricultural
livestock operation and wildlife.

* Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and metals, which can be naturally occurring or result from urban stormwater runoff,
industrial or domestic wastewater discharges, oil and gas production, mining or farming.

* Pesticides and herbicides that may come from a variety of sources, such as agriculture, urban stormwater runoff and residential
uses.

* Organic chemical contaminants, including synthetic and volatile organic chemicals, which are by-products of industrial processes
and petroleum production, and also may come from gas stations, urban stormwater runoff, and septic systems.

* Radioactive contaminants that can be naturally occurring or be the result of oil and gas production and mining activities.

In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment prescribes regulations
limiting the amount of certain contaminants in water provided by public water systems. The Food and Drug Administration
regulations establish limits for contaminants in bottled water that must provide the same protection for public health.

Immunocompromised Persons Advisory

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants. The
presence of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that the water poses a health risk. More information about contaminants
and potential health effects can be obtained by calling the Environmental Protection Agency’s Safe Drinking Water Hotline (1-800-
426-4791) or by visiting https://www.epa.gov/ground-water-and-drinking-water.

Information About Lead in Drinking Water

If present, elevated levels of lead can cause serious health problems (especially for pregnant women and young children). It is
possible that lead levels at your home may be higher than other homes in the community as a result of materials used in your
home’s plumbing. If you are concerned about lead in your water, you may wish to have your water tested. When your water has
been sitting for several hours, you can minimize the potential for lead exposure by flushing your tap for 30 seconds to 2 minutes
before using water for drinking or cooking.

Information about Fluoride

Fluoride is a compound found naturally in many places, including soil, food, plants, animals and the human body. It is also found
naturally at varying levels in all Colorado Springs’ water sources. Colorado Springs Utilities does not add additional fluoride to your
drinking water. Any fluoride in the drinking water comes naturally from our source waters.

Information about PFAS

PFAS are a man-made chemical present in food packaging, commercial house-hold products, drinking water sources and
manufacturing facilities. Currently, PFAS are not regulated under the National Primary Drinking Water Regulations. However,
Colorado Springs Utilities tested for 18 PFAS compounds and none of these compounds were detected above the reporting limit of
1.9 parts per trillion at our water treatment facilities in 2022. For more information about PFAS click https://www.epa.gov/ofas.




Terms, Abbreviations & Symbols

Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL) - The highest
level of a contaminant allowed in drinking water.

Treatment Technique (TT) - A required process
intended to reduce the level of a contaminant in
drinking water.

Health-Based - A violation of either a MCL or TT.

Non-Health-Based - A violation that is not a MCL or
TT.

Action Level (AL) - The concentration of a
contaminant which, if exceeded, triggers treatment
and other regulatory requirements.

Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level (MRDL) -
The highest level of a disinfectant allowed in
drinking water. There is convincing evidence that
addition of a disinfectant is necessary for control of
microbial contaminants.

Maximum Contaminant Level Goal (MCLG) - The
level of a contaminant in drinking water below
which there is no known or expected risk to health.
MCLGs allow for a margin of safety.

Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level Goal
(MRDLG) - The level of a drinking water
disinfectant, below which there is no known or
expected risk to health. MRDLGs do not reflect the
benefits of the use of disinfectants to control
microbial contaminants.

Violation (No Abbreviation) - Failure to meet a
Colorado Primary Drinking Water Regulation.

Formal Enforcement Action (No Abbreviation) -
Escalated action taken by the State (due to the risk
to public health, or number or severity of
violations) to bring a non-compliant water system
back into compliance.

Variance and Exemptions (V/E) — Department
permission not to meet a MCL or treatment
technique under certain conditions.

Gross Alpha (No Abbreviation) - Gross alpha
particle activity compliance value. It includes
radium-226, but excludes radon 222, and uranium.

Picocuries per liter (pCi/L) - Measure of the
radioactivity in water.

Nephelometric Turbidity Unit (NTU) - Measure of
the clarity or cloudiness of water. Turbidity in
excess of 5 NTU is just noticeable to the typical
person.

Compliance Value (No Abbreviation) — Single or
calculated value used to determine if regulatory
contaminant level (e.g. MCL) is met. Examples of
calculated values are the 90*" Percentile, Running
Annual Average (RAA) and Locational Running
Annual Average (LRAA).

Average (x-bar) - Typical value.
Range (R) - Lowest value to the highest value.

Sample Size (n) - Number or count of values (i.e.
number of water samples collected).

Parts per million = Milligrams per liter (ppm =
mg/L) - One part per million corresponds to one
minute in two years or a single penny in $10,000.

Parts per billion = Micrograms per liter (ppb =
ug/L) - One part per billion corresponds to one
minute in 2,000 years, or a single penny in
$10,000,000.

Not Applicable (N/A) — Does not apply or not
available.

Level 1 Assessment — A study of the water system
to identify potential problems and determine (if
possible) why total coliform bacteria have been
found in our water system.

Level 2 Assessment — A very detailed study of the
water system to identify potential problems and
determine (if possible) why an E. coli MCL violation
has occurred and/or why total coliform bacteria
have been found in our water system on multiple
occasions.
